Program Cost and Fellowships

There is no cost for participation in the Women
PeaceMakers Program. The program will provide
fellowships to qualified applicants. This funding is
to be used for 1) transportation 2) living expenses
(other than housing, which is provided) and 3)
incidentals. The Women PeaceMakers Program
encourages applicants to seek supplemental
funding from local sources, although the funding
provided by the IP] will be sufficient for the full
eight weeks.

Lodging

Housing will be provided at the Casa de la Paz,
“The House of Peace,” located on the University
of San Diego campus. The Casa de la Paz is a
private, four-unit residence, adjacent to the
Institute for Peace & Justice with views of the
Pacific Ocean. Selected Women PeaceMakers
will have the opportunity to rest and reflect in this
beautiful, peaceful and supportive setting.
